 
Bringing Fresh Water to the World, One Community at a Time
Pilot Project Summary
AYANGO COMMUNITY, MUYUPAMPA, BOLIVIA
One out of three people in Bolivia have no access to clean drinking water.  Operation Agua has a goal to lower that number one community at a time.  We have a team of honest, committed engineers in Bolivia who have come together with Peace Pedalers (www.peacepedalers.org) founder Jamie Bianchini to create Operation Agua.  We have chosen our first pilot community and this is a summary of the project.  
We recently had a meeting with the community members of Ayango, a small pueblo near Murupampa, to determine their commitment to work with the project’s team.  On our visit we were able to witness the suffering caused by the lack of clean drinking water.  Several members of the community were suffering from sicknesses caused by the water including internal and external infections, intestinal illnesses, diarrhea, cholera, and more.  The community is extremely excited about finally having clean water and committed immediately to donate their manpower including digging trenches for the tubing and educating the community on proper use and maintenance.
